Attendance and Punctuality 

Children start school at 8:55.  Gates are open from 8:45 and children begin 
learning straight away. 

Children must be on time every day so that they are ready for learning and so that 
they do not disturb the learning of other children. 

If your child’s attendance drops below 90% or they are frequently late, our 
attendance team will contact you to offer support. 

Healthy snacks only at the end of the day and please do not use your phone in the 
playground - this is a safeguarding issue.



Absence

If your child is unable to come to school due to illness, you must call the school 
number and speak to the office or leave a message before the start of the school 
day.

If we do not receive information about why your child is absent we will call you. If 
attendance issues are ongoing we may conduct a home visit.

Please try to book appointments outside of the school day but if this is not 
possible, bring any appointment cards/letters/texts to the office.

We are unable to authorise any term time holidays.  



School finishes at 3:15

Please be on time to collect your child. It can be 
distressing for children to be the only ones left. 

If you are going to be late it is very important that 
you call to let us know so we can reassure your 
child that you are on your way.

Children who are collected after 3:40 will be put in 
after school club at a cost to you. 

If you need any support, please see your child’s 
class teacher, Ms Trewhella or Ms Gentleman.



Late Collection from school 

- If you think you will be late to pick up your child, let the office know and we will 
put them in our After School Club at a cost of £22 (emergency cost)

- If you collect your child late on more than three occasions a late 
collection charge will apply.  From 3:25 - 3:40 you will be charged £5. 

- After 3:40, your child will be taken to after school club at a cost of £22.
